Background

e Crete Youth In Governance is a youth/adult
partnership which works to develop life skills
and leadership skills in youth. The youth
use these skills to improve their own lives
and the community.

e Conducted three community forums to
assess community needs.




Background

» A total of 75 people attended the forums
and at each forum the top need identified
was the need for hiking/biking trails.

« Since the fall of 2009, we have been
working with the National Park Service to
identify potential trall sites in the park.




We used GPS units to map optimal trails.
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We evaluated the sites for flooding,
lands, plants, topography, views, and

features that would be enjoyed by trall
users...
