AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CRETE, NEBRASKA AMENDING THE
CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF CRETE; PROVIDING FOR THE SALARIES OF THE
OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF CRETE, NEBRASKA;
PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES AND PARTS OF
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; PROVIDING FOR A TIME WHEN THIS
ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE EFFECT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF CRETE, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That the section of City Code of the City of Crete, Nebraska, that
pertains to salaries is hereby repealed and is amended to read as follows:

SALARIES: That officers and employees of the City of Crete, Nebraska,
shall receive the following salaries, effective October 1, 2010 to-wit:

The positions listed shall receive no more than the amount set out in EXHIBIT A
attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as though set out in full; (Plus 6%
thereof to employees pension plan.)

Employees who have achieved Step 9 and have performed exceptionally for two
(2) years or more will be eligible for consideration of merit/comparability increases.
These increases will be determined by the department head and submitted with
acceptable justification to the Mayor for approval. Consideration for these increases will
occur no more than once annually during the normal step review period.

Certain hourly employees are now earning more than allowed under the
maximum allowed for their positions under this ordinance. These employees shall
continue to be paid at the hourly rate they received on the date of the passage of this
ordinance for the term of this ordinance or until further action of the Council.

Section 2. Where a salary range is provided for any position herein the wages
paid to employees shall be established by the Mayor, after recommendation by the
department head, based on guidelines contained in the Personnel Policy. All employees
whose positions have "salary steps” shall receive the salary established for the step they
have been designated by the Mayor, with the recommendation by the department head,
based on guidelines contained in the Personnel Policy. Salaries shall be payable in a
manner set by the Mayor and City Council.

Section 3. An annual, one-year increase of not more than $500.00 may be
awarded each employee of the City (except elected officials) for a subsequent year, based
on performance. This amount to be in addition to any amounts set in this salary
ordinance and may be implemented by the Mayor, with the recommendation of the
department head, based on guidelines contained in the Personnel Policy. Any such award

shall only be for one subsequent yearly period and will terminate at the end of the year

Section 4. All employee's salary, with the exception of elected officials, and part-
time employees (including, but not limited to park, street, swimming pool and fire
employees), shall also include, in addition to the amount stated, 6% for payment to
employees pension plan, when said employee becomes eligible for said terms of the
pension plan.

Section 5. That the section that pertains to salaries in the City Code of the City of
Crete, Nebraska, and all ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

Section 6. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication according to law.

A. 2010-2011 Budget Work Session

The City Clerk referenced the summary of general fund transfers and pointed out that
as presented, the budgets are requesting $81,824 more than the revenue projected for the
general fund.

1. Worksheets — These include the budget information submitted by the
department heads.

a. General — The City Clerk reviewed the general fund operations, bond fund,
unemployment fund, insurance contingency, leasing corporation and self funded
health insurance funds with the Council. The result was a decrease in the
general fund request of $37,000 and no increase of property tax for the bond
fund.

b. Police Department — Police Chief Hensel reviewed the communications,
police, surrey and 911 funds with the Council. The result was an increase in the
general fund request of $52,450 for the purchase of a new patrol car and step
increases in wages for 2 dispatchers and 2 officers. It was also noted that the
budget was for 11 sworn officers.

c. Library — Director Olivigni reviewed the library funds with the Council. The
result was an increase in general fund transfers of $31,970 to bring the funds
back to the level of funding before funding was relinquished to the police
department last year.

d. Park & Recreation — Public Works Director Ourada reviewed the park,
pool, community center and civic center funds with the Council. The result was a
decrease in the general fund transfer request of $5,850. He also noted that no
tax funds were budgeted for the civic center as donations have been received for
start up costs. It was also noted that carry over funds in the park department
would be used to make the balloon payment on the park building loan to
eliminate the need for a tax increase in the bond fund.

e. Public Works — Director Ourada reviewed the streets, cemetery and landfill
funds with the Council. The result was an increase in the general fund transfer
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request of $22,950 to meet statutory requirements for the street fund and the
increased maintenance required at the cemetery.

f. Utilities — Director Ourada reviewed the electric, water and sewer funds
with the Council. The result was a surplus transfer to the general fund of
$300,000 in leu of taxes. The franchise payment to the general fund will remain
at $120,000. Compensation payments to the electric fund will be reduced in
2011-2012 and expenditures will be required on the power plant to meet new
EPA standards. The sewer treatment plant will also need major upgrades to
meet EPA standards in the near future.

g. Fire Department — Chief Kohl reviewed the fire, equipment and training
funds with the Council. The result was an increase in the general fund transfer
request of $32,404 to repay the insurance contingency fund for building repairs
and to increase the equipment sinking fund for the purchase of a pumper truck in
5 to 6 years.

2. Expense Summary — The result of the budgets submitted was an increase in

tax fund operations of $151,529 over the budget for the current year.

3. General Fund Transfer Summary — The result of the budgets submitted was

an increase in general fund transfer requests of $107,474 over the budget for the

current year.

4. Wage and Benefits — Discussion centered around an increase in wages of 1.5

to 2% and whether an increase in health insurance costs would be passed on to

the employees to meet the requirement of the Personnel Handbook of employee

paying for 50% of the family premiums.

5. Property Tax Summary — The result of no increase in property tax is a

decrease to the bond fund of $6,000 and the tax funded operations of $8,250.

This is due to a decrease in property valuations in the City of $2,300,000.

6. Sales Tax Receipts — A review of the sales tax receipts for the current year

showed a 3.85% increase over the 5 year average. This will result in an increase

of $150,000 in the general fund from sales tax receipts.

7. Cash Summary — A review of the cash balances as of July 31, 2010 showed

that reserves are in a better position than at this time last year.

8. Requested Information — A summary of past surplus fund transfers and the

amount of debt was reviewed.

9. Draft State Budget Forms — Budget information received was put into the

state forms to be submitted. These will be updated when all information is

received.

10. September 7, 2010 Budget Hearing Agenda — Some items that may require
action at the public hearing on the budget were reviewed.

The discussion on how to make up the short fall in general fund transfers began with
the thought that the sales tax reserve would support an additional $50,000 to the general
fund and an increase in property tax for operations to cover the remainder. Consensus
was that an increase in property tax would not be considered. Also changing the employee
increase from 2% to 1.5% would decrease expenses by approximately $10,000. Police
Chief Hensel recommended that increasing the surrey rates and dog license fees would
generate an additional $5,000 in that fund. Public Works Director Ourada suggested that a
transfer of $20,000 from the Landfill Reserve Fund would not adversely affect it at this time.
This would alleviate the $81,824 short fall. A short work session will be held prior to the
regular meeting on September 7" to see that the numbers will work.

1. Public Works Budget
Tom Ourada went over the proposed budget with the Committee. He first talked about the
electri¢ department cxpenses including the reserve. Tom pointed out that the rate study highly
recommended the electric department reserve minimum of $5 million be maintained. He also
reported that the current balance is just under $5 million and that the electric department is
operating at a loss and reserves are used to make up the difference. The Committee was informed
that transfers and MEAN rate increases are the two largest determining factors in recent rate
increases. Tom also mentioned two transfers, totaling $120,000, that were made last year and
recommended that they not be included in the budget this year. The Committee agreed that they
should be removed pending council review of the entire budget,

The next budget discussed was on the street department. Tom presented the new budget figures
showing a $23,000 overage due to storm labor that is a one-time expense that can be covered by
street reserves. Also presented were three line items relating to expenses that had been
traditionally funded by the General Fund. Tom reported that there are statutory requirements by
the Nebraska Department of Roads regarding participatory matching funds to qualify for state
allocation and incentive funds. In the past year, that funding was incidentally removed from the
General Fund and when discovered, was temporarily funded through a utility transfer. Tom
Ourada recommended that to stay compliant with NDOR requirements, the approximately
$70,000 cost be reallocated to the General Fund. The Committee agreed that it would be
appropriate to remove that from the strect department budget and return it to the General Fund,

In discussions of the remaining departments including water, transfer station, wastewater, and
cemetery, the only major discussion focused on wastewater and the cemetery. Tom Ourada
informed the Committee that the cemetery budget will probably have to increase approximately
$6,400 to meet labor obligations. ‘T'om also told the Committee that there will likely be a series of
rate increases in wastewater in order to maintain a positive cash flow in the future.

It was motioned by Tom Busboom to adjoumn the meeting at 5:12 p.m. Seconded by Chuck Vyhnalek. Roll
Call Vote: Busboom yes; Vyhnalek yes. Motion passcd. Meeting Adjourned.
